Do you have any siblings? Do they play ice hockey?
I’m the youngest of 4.  I have two older brothers, Bill and Tim, and an 
older sister, Amy.  When I was a kid we would all play hockey togeth-
er but I skated mostly with my father and Tim who played for MKA. 

How long have you been playing ice hockey? Tell us what 
youth teams and levels you played?
I started skating when I was 3 years old.  I actually started out as 
a forward playing in clinics and in-house at Clary Anderson.  After 
in-house, I played for Montclair Blues where I enjoyed it so much, I 
never left.

Who was your favorite coach on youth teams prior to High 
School and why?
Coach Smith.  Mr. Smith, Danny Smith’s father was my coach practi-
cally all my career until probably Midgets.  He knew everything about 
hockey and was able to relate it to us all at a young age.  We won 
state championships, league championships, and tournaments under 
him.  If you look at the players who he has coached, they are either 
at Prep School, OHL, All –State or playing in NCAA hockey.  He also 
was the coach of MKA. 
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
